New Infection Control Procedures  

NRCT has developed a new procedure to assist with lessening the risk to 
staff, volunteers and clients of catching contagious diseases. It is not just flu  

specific but it does focus on the current flu alert. 

Staff: are asked not to come to work if exhibiting any signs of flu. 

Volunteers: are asked not to come to work if exhibiting any signs of flu and 
be responsible for their own welfare in relation to pre-existing conditions.  

Bus Clients: are asked not to travel if unwell. If they do however come on the 
bus they will be asked to sit a metre from others and to wear a mask. 

Medical Transport Clients: will be asked to sit in the back seat, wear a mask 
& observe appropriate cough/sneeze hygiene.  

Long Distance Medical: they will be asked to postpone their trip 
if unwell.
